• They like skating. 

 

• We buy orange juice in 
boxes. 

 

 

Negative sentence 

• I don´t go swimming daily. 

 

• You don´t speak too much. 

 

• They don´t like skating. 

 

• We don´t buy orange juice in 
boxes.
